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Dear Parishioners,

This past year has been challenging in many ways with repairs and upkeep to this well
used building. But, when 1 think of all of the positive activities and outreach programs that go
on inside these walls of St. Bernard, 1 realize we are so blessed! Please allow me to share with
you some of the activities and programs that have occurred this past year.

Our Faith Formation Program serves over 300 children and we have numerous volunteer
catechists that teach the children. St. B's Café gives families a chance to eat, talk and relax.
Mission trips for youth are offered each summer to expand their Christian life and prayer.
Once a young person has gone on a mission trip, he/she wants to continue with mission work.
Jenna Noll was one of our students who became involved with St. Bernard mission trips and is now
serving in Mongolia in the Name of Our Lord. We have three other interns who are studying to work
with young people in Youth Ministry. St. Bernard is the only parish in the area that has interns.

St. Bernard Parish continues to support the communities® needs beyond our parish. Our
parishioners make a positive impact in many people’s lives through programs such as: Prison
Ministry, Esther, Warming Shelter, Harbor House, Ryan House, Back to School drive,
Emergency Shelter, St. Vincent de Paul and many more.

St. Bernard has over 35 Scripture and book study groups that continue to be a great
opportunity for our parishioners and those of other churches to grow in their faith and
knowledge of God. We also have a divorce support group, a cancer support group and other
grief support groups.

One area of growth is in our Care Ministry. Members are assigned to other parishioners
who are homebound. Friendships have grown and people have been healed in many ways. In
addition to the Care Ministry we have our Martha Ministry that prepares meals for parishioners
who may have just had a baby or recently returned home after being hospitalized. Elizabeth
Ministry, another outreach ministry, matches our expectant parishioners with women who
already have children to offer support, wisdom, and friendship.

Our Liturgies are blessed with beautiful music from dedicated musicians and talented
choir members. We have seen greater participation through the use of the new screens and
cameras allowing us to easily see songs and prayers. Baptisms have taken on a more intimate

quality because the screens allow us to see the babies and families up close.

St. Bernard is blessed in so many ways and I am thankful to God that I am a part of this
vibrant parish.

Dear Family of St. Bernard,
This year presented us with many challenges during this slowing economy. The staff and our
volunteers have worked diligently to control costs while maintaining our excellent ministry program:

Despite our best efforts to have a balanced budget, we ended the fiscal year with a $43,299
loss. We were granted a $25,000 payment from the parish endowment fund which reduced
the deficit to $18,299. The parish used a portion of our savings to cover this loss; however, o
balance of funds in our savings account is declining. We have lost twairparemployees

and have reconfigured other positions. We have reduced our income projection in o 2009
2010 budget downward to $875,000.

Our plans for the future include:
Completing the New Parish Initiative this year with the addition of a Volunteer Ministry Coord
nator and new developments in our Small Group Ministry.
